Treasurer’s Report – Jesse


Balance: $$ 1,124.96

2008-2009 Level II Membership Renewals/ County Member List/Web Site: Jesse still has web-site fee being charged to her credit card, and when changed over to CAPS account debit card, she will submit a bill to CAPS for reimbursement of last several months’ charges. Alec took on the responsibility of maintaining the website--www.capscolorado.org. Molly has offered Alec some assistance with this and he also has another source for assistance. Discussion around difficulty in maintaining membership list and one idea was brought up to request each County’s lead person to let a Board member know of changes in staff as they occur so we can update the site. Molly volunteered to communicate with CO Counties about CAPS organization/membership and the upcoming conference. She will make efforts to obtain contact person and addresses for these Counties. Elsa has offered to help with this project. Elsa also volunteered to get the member membership renewal notice ready for submission by or before end of February.  

Spring Conference: 05/16/08. Nancy will work on updating the conference registration (new dates, mention of need for attendees to provide ID @ training) and Professional of the Year Nomination sheets (new year/date). 

2007 CAPS Conference Survey Results: molly provided these and hard copies went to Nancy. Over 80% of attendees enjoyed the training re: to job pertinence, the mental health presentation (high marks) and the food! Other training ideas presented were: involvement of judges (drug court?), narcotics training, drug effects and sexual predator training (CAPS is trying to address this topic in 2008 Conference()

Location: Conference will be held in Brighton at the District Attorney’s training room @ 1000 Judicial Center Drive. Mary Kaye went over the overall layout of the room and its audio/visual capabilities, kitchen and catering space and clean up procedures. Nancy and Mary Kaye will have a final walk through on 05/15/08 in PM, so we can take some items (water, pop, snacks, etc.) up that day. Mary Kaye will also need an attendee list at that time to give to Security @ DA’s Office.
